Colombo - Galle

Nuwara Eliya - Kandy

Following breakfast, embark on a renowned train journey to Kandy, acclaimed as one of the
most scenic and picturesque in the world.

Renowned for
its natural splendor, it's a haven for wildlife enthusiasts, especially those eager to observe
elephants in their natural habitat. Arrive in Sigiriya for check-in, and in the evening, relish a
delightful dinner accompanied by sundowner pre-dinner Arrack—a local cocktail—or a
beverage of your choice, complemented by delectable canapes.

An e-visa is required for entry into Sri Lanka. The Department of Immigration and Emigration
launched a system called “Electronic Travel Authorization — ETA” in order to grant prior
approval for a visa online for foreign nationals who visit Sri Lanka. You can visit
http://eta.gov.lk/slvisa/ to purchase your visa online.

E-Visa’s are only valid for 30 days, so you can only apply closer to your travel dates. Please
do not apply for your visa until you have your travel documentation. It will take 3 business
days to be approved. The cost is US$50 per person.
